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OSH Visit to First World War Battlefields
During Adventure Week, 23 students from Years 8-10, took part in an exciting, but emotional, educational visit to the First World War Battlefields of Belgium and France.  A particular focus was on the 46 Old Foleyans who died in the conflict.  Most of the bodies were never found and students tried to locate their names on numerous memorials, in particular the Menin Gate and Tyne Cot Memorial Wall in Ypres.  Charlie Sterne laid a poppy wreath on behalf of the OSH community at the Menin Gate.  
An emotional experience for everyone was the discovery of the grave of Old Foleyan William Rubery, who died aged 30 in 1917.  Henry Baker laid a memorial cross and poppy at his grave in New Irish Farm Cemetery, Ypres.

The visit really helped to bring this crucially important historical topic to life and deepened the students’ understanding of the devastating conflict which cost the lives of some 10 million men.
