Students and staff at Old Swinford Hospital School were celebrating following the publication of the DCSF Achievement and Attainment Tables 2008.

Outstanding results were achieved at GCSE, putting Old Swinford Hospital in top position in Dudley LA.  The percentage of results awarded at A* to C including English and Maths in five or more subjects was 89%, up on the 2007 result of 88%.

The CVA (Contextual Value Added is the measurement of progress made from one stage of a student’s education to the next) was 1014.1, above Dudley LA of 1000.6.
