Berlin – The Past and Present
A group of forty-five students from Year 11 and Year 12, along with five members of staff, took part in a hugely enjoyable educational trip to Berlin.  It brought to life the study of German History, in particular the Nazi period, World War II and the Cold War era.   

The full itinerary included visiting the remains of the Berlin wall, the Sachsenhausen Concentration Camp, Olympic Stadium, DDR Museum, Brandenberg Gate, Holocaust Memorial and the Wannsee House, where the Nazis planned the Holocaust.  Students climbed the 285 steps to the top of the Victory Column and marvelled at the Fernsehtum/Berlin TV Tower - the highest structure in Europe.  

Also included was the Fuehrerbunker, Potsdamer Platz, Alexanderplatz, and a trip to the top of the Reichstag and Dome.
