They worked incredibly hard to get under the skin of the characters in the play, which is a social commentary on life in a deprived school in the late 70’s.  They managed to express the story of a depressing present and empty future for these kids from the backstreets of Liverpool, with humour and sensitivity.”

Not only was it a great ‘Night Out’, audiences donated  £265 towards Trust PA - a registered charity raising funds to help end spinal cord injury paralysis.  The trust was set up in memory of P-A Blundell a former student at OSH.
