Elaine Loses Her ‘Locks’ for Charity
Kitchen Assistant Elaine Harper lost her locks to raise money for charity.  On Monday 23 November, 41-year-old Elaine from Quarry Bank had her waist length plait cut off at Old Swinford Hospital where she has worked for two years, watched by students, staff and friends of the school.

All money raised will be donated to the 'Zoë Means Life' memorial fund in memory of  Zoë Teale, the 23-year old daughter of Old Swinford Hospital’s Catering Manager Pete Teale.  She tragically died of SADS (Sudden Adult Death Syndrome) in September. 
Meghan, Zoë’s 22 -year old sister made the hair-raising cut.  Zoë was fit and healthy and had no symptoms of any illness and her death was made even more distressing by the fact that a simple test could have detected her heart condition. All money raised will go to CRY (Cardiac Risk in the Young) and will be used to promote awareness for SADS and to fund screening to prevent further deaths.

Organiser of the charity event Chef Louise Pearson said “Zoë’s tragic death has affected everyone in the school, particularly those working in the catering department with Pete and we wanted to do something to support the family’s fund raising activities.  The response from students and staff at Old Swinford Hospital has been fantastic and we have raised almost £900. 

Elaine’s plait will be donated to the Little Princess Trust who provide real hair wigs to children suffering hair loss due to cancer treatments.
